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COURSES

This project responds to a need identified in Romania, namely that the postgraduates
who have embarked media and media- related careers influenced by the EU (journalism,
communication, sociology, history, philosophy, economy, business) do not have direct
contact with EU studies and therefore can encounter different obstacles on the EU la-
bour market or while performing their day to day professional activities.

Our proposal is designed to cater for the needs of the media professionals, opinion leaders
and opinion formers who lack the capacity to accurately reflect the developments at the
European level in the Romanian public space and influence the public sphere to undergo
a process of Europeanization. Thus, through our project we intend, by helping media
representatives, to raise awareness among the public opinion regarding the implications
of the 2019 moment for Romania as a Member State of the EU.

Through the means of the proposal, our objectives are to offer our participants the op-
portunity to experience a high-quality learning environment, where we wish to inter-
twine their background academic knowledge with courses and information about Euro-
pean affairs, in an interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary manner, from the perspective
of political sciences. In order to boost their career expertise in dealing with EU related
issues and instruments, we provide them with tailor-made courses, simulation exercises
and several other activities which will answer to their professional needs. Upon comple-
tion, the participants will have the knowledge necessary to disseminate European subject




1. European Affairs, freedom of expression and information: legal basis and practical ap-
plication at national and supranational level

"European Affairs, freedom of expression and information: legal basis and practical application at
national and supranational level”" is a course aimed at outlining and assessing the regqulatory frame-
work both at EU and domestic level regarding the rights, liberties and obligations characteristic to
the media professionals” activity; identifying the connections and synergies between EU affairs and
Member States” public affairs; highlighting the importance of journalists” professional education in a
EU context; analyzing the Member States” progress on internalizing EU media legislation and the
obstacles preventing it; and last but not least, providing an overview of the media performance in
the newer Member States of the European Union and making predictions over the development of
the Romanian media coverage of EU Affairs themes.

2. Making Europe News: Building a European Public Sphere vs. Framing the European Un-
ion in National Public Spheres

The course aims at providing the tools and knowledge necessary for a deeper understanding of the
media professionals’ role in engaging and consolidating the Romanian public sphere. The first step
is to identify and define the characteristics of the public sphere on a European and domestic level and
to compare the two. Afterwards, the main goal is to highlight the importance and the impact of their
activity in shaping the public sphere. Lastly, after providing the theoretical context regarding the
making of European news, the participants will be able to take part in a case-by-case study on the
topic of mass-media content analysis.

3. Strategic communication themes in the EU and its Member States

“Strategic communication themes in the EU and its Member States” is a course aimed at offering
participants an in-depth understanding of the political processes and major topics of the EU,; to in-
troduce them to key debates on EU cooperation and involvement at an international level; to present
the current state of the integration process in correlation with the support and opposition to this
process; and last but not least, to acquaint the participants with the recent and major events which
influence the EU’s position in the international arena.

4. Institutional architecture and communication in the European Union

“Institutional architecture and communication in the European Union” is a course aimed at intro-
ducing participants to the complex dynamics underpinning the existence and functioning of the Eu-
ropean Union as a unique political structure since its inception and up to the present. The first
stage of the course presents the fundaments and evolution of the European idea which laid the foun-
dation for the EU we acknowledge today, more than six decades ago; the nature, values and actors of
the EU and last but not least, the main theories, critical to the understanding of the integration pro-
cess and the institutional architecture of the EU. Furthermore, the second stage of the course is com-
plementary and participants are given a comprehensive overview of European decision-making fol-
lowing the legislative cycle, from initiation through decision-making to implementation in accord-
ance with the Lisbon Treaty provisions. Finally, the third stage of the course brings to completion
the overview on the EU’s political system by outlining perspectives with regard to the future of the
European project.

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CURSURI

Proiectul raspunde unei nevoi identificate in Romania si anume, faptul cd absolventii de
studii post-universitare (jurnalism, comunicare, sociologie, istorie, filosofie, economie,
afaceri), care si-au inceput o carierd in media - influentatd totusi de Uniunea Europeand-
, hu au avut contact direct cu studiile despre UE si, prin urmare, se confrunti cu diverse
obstacole pe piata europeand a muncii sau in realizarea unor activitati profesionale.

Propunerea noastrd a fost conceputd pentru a gestiona nevoile expertilor mass-media, ale
liderilor si formatorilor de opinie cdrora le lipseste capacitatea de a expune cu acuratete
evenimentele de la nivel european in sfera publici romdneascd, dar si capacitatea de a o
supune pe aceasta unui proces de europenizare. De aceea, prin intermediul proiectului,
intentiondm sd ajutdm reprezentantii media sd-si imbundtdteascd competentele profe-
sionale si, totodatd, sd aducem in atentia publicd importanta momentului 2019 pentru
Romania, tn calitate de stat membru al UE.

Obiectivele proiectului constau in a oferi participantilor oportunitatea de a studia intr-
un mediu de invdatare de inalta calitate, unde background-ul academic al acestora se
impleteste cu cursuri personalizate aferente domeniului afacerilor europene, din perspec-
tiva stiintelor politice, intr-o manierd interdisciplinard si multidisciplinari.

In vederea tmbundtitirii expertizei lor profesionale legate de subiectele si utilizarea in-
strumentelor europene, Modulul oferd patru cursuri personalizate, exercitii de simulare
si alte activititi care sd se plieze pe nevoile grupului tintd. Dupd incheierea cursurilor,
participantii vor fi dotati cu cunostintele necesare disemindrii problematicilor europene
in spatiul public.




1. Afaceri europene, libertate de exprimare si informare: baze legale si aplicabilitate
practicd la nivel national si supranational

Obiectivul acestui curs este de a evidentia si de a evalua cadrul de reglementare de la nivel natio-
nal si supranational al drepturilor, libertitilor si obligatiilor caracteristice activititii specialisti-
lor din media; de a identifica conexiunile si sinergiile dintre domeniul Afacerilor Europene si cel
al afacerilor publice din Statele Membre; de a sublinia importanta parcurgerii educatiei profesio-
nale pentru jurnalisti in contextul UE; de a analiza progresul si obstacolele intilnite de Statele
Membre in internalizarea legislatiei media europene; si, nu in ultimul rand, de a oferi o imagine
de ansamblu a modului de functionare a mass-media in Statele Membre mai noi din UE si de a
face predictii asupra dezvoltarii spatiului atribuit tematicilor care privesc Afacerile Europene in
media din Romania.

2. Realizarea stirilor despre Europa: Construirea unei sfere publice vs. incadrarea Uni-
unii Europene in sferele publice nationale

Obiectivul acestui curs este de a oferi participantilor instrumentele si cunostintele necesare
intelegerii mai aprofundate a rolului expertilor media in consolidarea sferei publice romanesti.
Primul pas constd in identificarea si definirea caracteristicilor sferei publice la nivelul UE, dar si
la nivel national pentru a fi ulterior comparate. Urmdtorul pas constd in evidentierea im-
portantei si a impactului expertilor media in conturarea sferei publice. In cele din urmd, dupd
plasarea intr-un context teoretic a tematicii abordate in cadrul cursului, participantii vor putea
sd analizeze studii de caz referitoare la analiza de continut media.

3. Tematici de comunicare strategicd in UE si Statele Membre

Obiectivul cursului constd in a oferi participantilor o viziune aprofundatd cu privire la procesele
politice si temele majore de discutie din UE; a-i introduce pe acestia in dezbateri cheie legate de
cooperare cu UE si implicare a UE la nivel international; a prezenta stadiul actual al procesului
de integrare europeand in corelare cu sprijinul si opozitia pentru acesta; si, nu in ultimul rand,
de a familiariza participantii cu cele mai recente evenimente care influenteazd pozitia UE in are-
na internationald.

4. Arhitecturd institutionald si comunicare in Uniunea Europeand

Cursul are obiectivul de a introduce participantii in dinamica complexd care std la baza ex-
istentei si functiondrii UE ca structurd politicd aparte de la aparitia sa pand in prezent. Prima
etapd a cursului este dedicatd prezentdirii fundamentelor si evolutiei ideii europene care std la ba-
za UE asa cum o cunoastem astazi; a naturii, valorilor si a actorilor din UE, dar si a principale-
lor teorii extrem de importante pentru intelegerea procesului de integrare europeand si a arhitec-
turii institutionale a Uniunii. A doua etapd a cursului este complementard primei, iar partici-
pantii vor asista la prezentarea imaginii de ansamblu a procesului decizional european in con-
cordantd cu prevederile Tratatului de la Lisabona. Cea de-a treia etapd a cursului va finaliza
prezentarea generald a sistemului politic al UE prin expunerea unor perspective potentiale
pentru dezvoltarea proiectului european.
